2014 Application

Introduction and History
In 2008 The Coca-Cola Company partnered with The First Tee to create a new and exciting pilot program for The First Tee participants to explore the inner workings of the beverage industry and the academic and career fields associated with its world-wide business. This program (the “program”) combined a competitive process of application, tournament attendance, interviews and selection for participants.  It consisted of a full-day visit for five semi-finalists to the TOUR Championship Presented by Coca-Cola in Atlanta.  These same five semi-finalists were interviewed by Coca-Cola executives during a visit to their corporate headquarters in Midtown Atlanta.  This interview, along with the original application, was used to select one participant of The First Tee as the very first America’s Future Scholarship recipient.  

Eligibility 

Applications from a maximum of two rising seniors enrolled in high-school can be submitted by each of The First Tee eligible Chapters.  Participants must meet the following minimum requirements to be eligible to apply:

· Classified and enrolled as a high school senior as of September 1, 2014

· Preferred GPA of 2.5 or higher on a 4.0 scale*.

· Successful completion of Birdie certification requirements as of July 18, 2014

· Entered in The First Tee participant database by December 31, 2012
· Active in The First Tee database upon submittal of application

· Available to travel to The TOUR Championship by Coca-Cola in Atlanta September 18–20, 2014

· Chapters must have signed their contract at least 2 years before application deadline in order to submit applicants 

*Although this Program is not based upon academic standing, proficiency in school will be taken into consideration.

Deadlines

· Wednesday, June 11, 2014 – Application available for download on member’s side of The First Tee web site

· Friday, July 18, 2014: Application Postmark Deadline! ALL ORIGINAL SIGNED DOCUMENTS MUST BE IN THE MAIL BY THIS DATE. Incomplete or partial applications will not be accepted nor returned for completion.  

· Wednesday, August 6, 2014 - Selection of five semi-finalists announced.

· September 18-20, 2014: Semi-finalists travel to Atlanta to attend The TOUR Championship presented by Coca-Cola and interview process.

· Receipt of Applications – Application MUST be sent to The First Tee home office contact person listed on the next page directly from the chapter. The First Tee will NOT accept correspondence from families of participants. The application must be postmarked by July 18, 2014  :
· Part I: The Chapter Submission Form complete with signature from the chapter

· **The First Tee will not follow up on missing information, instead standard deductions will be taken.
· Part II: Completed & signed General and Participant Family Information (Forms A & B)

· Part III: Student Application (includes typed essay and School & Community Activities Chart)

· Part IV: Chapter Participation Survey 

· Part V: Completed and signed forms A & B (includes The First Tee Model Release and Release of Liability and Acknowledgement of Risk forms)

· Air Transportation and Lodging – The First Tee home office will reimburse each attendee’s chapter up to $400 per domestic and $1,200 for international round trip ticket to Atlanta, GA. Each chapter/participant is responsible for booking his/her own airfare by the deadline.  If a participant withdraws from the event after his/her ticket has been purchased, the chapter will not be reimbursed for the ticket.  All ground transportation, lodging and meals will be provided for the duration of the program.     
Semi-finalist Selection

The First Tee home office will evaluate applications from the national pool of candidates. The application, essay and The First Tee Chapter Survey will be distributed to the pre-determined The First Tee selection committee.  Student essays will be judged on content and how well the essay answers the question. The names of the five semi-finalist participants selected will be announced August 6, 2014.  

Finalist Selection

Coca-Cola will conduct on-site interviews of the five semi-finalists during the corporate visit September 18 - 20, 2014.  Final selection of the winning scholarship recipient will take place after the in-person interviews.  Application packets and the scholarship recipient will be evaluated based on the typical judging criteria used for The First Tee participant opportunities.  The interviews, along with this application, will be used to select one finalist as the 2014 America’s Future Scholarship recipient. The 2014 America’s Future Scholarship recipient will receive a one-time $5,000.00 scholarship provided they uphold the terms outlined in The First Tee Scholarship Contract.  The four remaining semi-finalists will receive $1,000.00 as a one-time award.

Each application will be reviewed and scored by multiple judges.  Be sure you meet all of the eligibility requirements listed on the Cover Page before completing the application.  

Complete application and all supporting documents must be postmarked by Friday, July 18, 2014.  This is the postmark deadline!  Extensions cannot be granted.  Incomplete or ineligible applications will not be considered.  Applicants who submit an application and its components in a timely manner will be notified VIA E-MAIL.
