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2014 Speedgolf National Championship

What is Speedgolf? Speedgolf is golf played at a fast pace. Competitors play 9 or 18 holes and run between shots. Scores are calculated by adding the time taken in minutes to complete the round to the total number of strokes taken, i.e. an 80 in 60 minutes is a score of 140. For The First Tee Speedgolf National Championship, only 9-hole qualifying scores will be counted. To learn more about Speedgolf visit their website: www.speedgolfinternational.com
Event Details – Up to sixteen qualifiers from The First Tee chapters around the nation (8 boys and 8 girls) will compete in a 9-hole tournament to determine The First Tee Speedgolf male and female National Champions. The idea behind the event is to introduce as may participants as possible to Speedgolf and the great benefits associated with the game. Additionally, The First Tee’s commitment to the Nine Healthy Habits and Speedgolf are a natural collaboration. A variety of energizing play can help the body stay strong, lean, and fit, and be fun during the process.

Travel Details – All travel, meal and lodging expenses for participants will be paid by The First Tee home office. Arrival day is scheduled for June 19, followed by a practice round June 20. Tournament day is scheduled for June 21 and participants will depart June 22. Participants will be housed by host families. Complete details regarding the event will be mailed once participants are selected.

In addition to travel, lodging and meal expenses, The First Tee home office will award up to $700 to the chapters of participants who are selected for the event. Stipends will be awarded per participant.

Qualifying details – Applicants must submit a minimum of three qualifying scores in order to be considered for this opportunity. Qualifying scores will then be used to calculate the participants Speedgolf score. For specifics on qualifying, follow the standards outlined in the Chapter Qualifying Details and Guidelines document found on the private side of the website under Participant Opportunities(Speedgolf National Championship. Once participants submit qualifying scores: 1) participant scores must be entered into the scorecard provided on the private side of the website; 2) once scores are entered, chapters should compile all participant qualifying scores and applications; 3) once scores and applications are compiled chapters must complete the Chapter Submission Form and mail the packet to Laura Diaz at the home office. Postmark deadline: Monday, May 19, 2014. 
Participant eligibility criteria – In order to be eligible for the chapter grant and the Speedgolf National Championship, participants must meet the following criteria:

· Ages 14-18. Applicants must have reached their 14th birthday on or before June 18th in order to be eligible 

· Acceptable Golf Ability – USGA handicap of 15 or better for males and 18 or better for females

· Entered in The First Tee participant database by December 31, 2012

· Entered in The First Tee participant database at a minimum of Birdie level by May 19, 2014 

· Active in The First Tee database upon submittal of application

· Chapters must have signed their contract at least 2 years before application deadline in order to submit applicants 

· There is no limit on how many participants a chapter may submit, however, it is recommended chapters submit at least one boy and one girl

Selection Process – After the postmark deadline of May 19, 2014 a judging committee made up of chapter representatives, home office, and Speedgolf International staff will review applications and determine the 16 participants who will be selected to compete in the tournament. The judging panel will be using a formula to calculate qualifying scores. Field will be announced the first week of June.
